LONDON GROUPS CELEBRATE

NEW AWARDS FOR ALL GRANTS

A Bromley school and a dance theatre in Lewisham are among those set to benefit from the Lottery’s Awards for All programme. A total of £66,255 is being distributed to eleven groups across the London region in the first round of awards from the Big Lottery Fund, announced today. 
Debbie Pippard, Big Lottery Fund Head of the London Region, said on behalf of Awards for All: “Communities across London are working hard, often with little money, to make a difference to where they live. We are only too pleased to support eight groups with over £60,000 in this first round of awards.”

Chelsfield Primary School in Bromley is one of the first lucky groups in London to receive funding from the Big Lottery Fund’s new Awards for All programme. The school receives a grant of £9,600 to run after school workshops promoting a healthy lifestyle. These workshops will teach the children the importance of a balanced diet and regular exercise. The project will fund a healthy lifestyle coach who will develop the children's understanding of what a healthy lifestyle is to enable them to make better dietary choices and do more exercise.
Meanwhile, IRIE! Dance Theatre in Lewisham will use its £4,183 award to help the dance theatre group provide a family day of creative and physical activities including Afro-Caribbean dance, hula hooping, bouncy castle and park games, to bring the whole community together. The family fun day will be held on Saturday 18 July from 11.30 - 4pm at Fordham Park in New Cross. 

Other grants made in this round of awards include: £9,950 to Global Arts Kingston in Chiswick, which supports and develops the arts of South London's multi-cultural communities. Funding will allow a group of young people who are making the transition from education or unemployment into work to take part in formal training and work experience. This will provide them with a broad range of skills to contribute towards organising workshops and community festivals for the wider community.
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Also celebrating after receiving a grant of £1,125 is the 13th Roxeth Scout Group in South Harrow to purchase a trailer to transport their heavy camping equipment and personal kit to enable them to carry out more outdoor activities for their members. The scout group membership is increasing on a weekly basis so more young people will be participating in these expeditions.
BIG’s Awards for All programme launched on 1st April this year and, with £45million to distribute across England, it is the Fund’s biggest-ever commitment to a small grant scheme supporting community projects. The scheme offers grants of between £300 and £10,000 to social and environmental projects that will benefit local communities and make a difference to the lives of those most in need.
