COMMUNITIES ACROSS WALES 

OVERJOYED OVER BIG GRANTS

A total of 80 community-based projects located across the whole of Wales are to share the £284,510 awarded this week under the Awards for All Wales grants programmes. This latest round of grants will see all kinds of initiatives benefit from funding to help revitalise their communities, bring people together and improve quality of life for all.

Awards for All Wales is one of the quickest and easiest ways to secure Lottery money. Launched in 2001 and supported by the Big Lottery Fund and the Heritage Lottery Fund, the scheme has injected grants of between £500 and £5,000 into heritage, charitable, environmental, health and educational projects across Wales (full list of latest awards at end of release).

Carmarthenshire and Powys were two of the biggest winners on this occasion, with each county receiving seven grants. Among the successful projects in these areas were Llanelli Womens Aid which was awarded £4,890 to promote services aimed at helping women and children suffering from domestic abuse, and The Screen at Hay Project in Hay on Wye which will be using a grant of £4,645 to purchase equipment to develop a community cinema project.

Communities in South East Wales also received a good share of the money. In Blaenau Gwent, four grants amounting to £13,381 were awarded including £1,456 to the Brackla Fifty Plus Club to help with travel costs to enable disabled people to access social activities. Techniquest, located in Butetown was one of three lucky groups in Cardiff, receiving £3,457 towards costs associated with an inclusive community science programme. Three grants were also allocated for the Merthyr Tydfil area, including £4,510 to the Global Village Project which will pay for marquees, sound and light equipment, and publicity costs to assist with running a multicultural community festival with wide-ranging appeal.  

Further north in Gwynedd, Menter Pili Pala is celebrating after receiving £4,985 to run a project to provide weekly yoga sessions for local mothers, to include childcare costs. Over the water in Anglesey, two grants were awarded, including one worth £4,510 which is on its way to Partneriaeth Cymunedol Porthyfelin Cyf, a local partnership aiming to improve outdoor community spaces and raise awareness of the heritage of Holyhead. Another project that seeks to improve an outdoor space is Ysgol Commins Coch in Ceredigion. Their grant of £994 will pay for workshops and materials to enhance the open-air learning opportunities available for local children.               
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Last but not least, a project based in Mold is one of two groups in Flintshire to receive a cash boost. Aspiring writers can now look forward to improving their creative writing skills, thanks to a grant of £3,370 awarded to Pinboard Writers to pay for tutor fees, printing costs, community events and publicity. 

Highlighting the importance of the funding pot, Awards for All Wales Programme Manager, Bel Crewe, said: “The main aim of Awards for All Wales is to fund initiatives that bring people together to take part in and enjoy a wide range of activities in their local community. The programme is concrete proof that small amounts of money can have a big impact. We are continually delighted with the range of creative projects which we are able to support and our flexibility to fund a wide variety of projects is one of the key elements that has made this programme such a success.”

Following a review of the Awards for All Wales programme, changes will be made to the existing format of the small grants scheme in March 2009. From 1 April 2009 each of the lottery good cause distributors supporting the scheme will run their own individual small grants programmes. Applications can still be made under the current Awards For All scheme arrangements until 31 March 2009.
