HEALTHY CELEBRATIONS ACROSS 

WALES WITH AWARDS FOR ALL

Veterans will be able to attend commemorative events and people with disabilities will be able to access the beach with ease, thanks to the £246,617 awarded under the Awards for All Wales grants programmes. Seventy community-based projects across Wales are benefiting under the latest round of grants, which aim to revitalise communities, bring people together and improve quality of life for all.

Awards for All Wales is one of the quickest and easiest ways to secure Lottery money. Launched in 2001 and supported by the Big Lottery Fund and the Heritage Lottery Fund, the scheme has injected grants of between £500 and £5,000 into heritage, charitable, environmental, health and educational projects across Wales (full list of latest awards at end of release).

Emotional experiences are in store for groups of veterans in Wales thanks to the funding. With the £5,000 they received, the Newport Gwent Merchant Navy Association will enable a group of veterans to attend a commemorative event and reunion event at the Tower Hill Memorial in Trinity Gardens, London.  Veterans from the whole of the UK will be in attendance.  The group has been granted the freedom of the city and the award will enable them to meet with seamen from the rest of the country, renew old friendships and pay tribute to fallen comrades. A grant of £5,000 will also enable the Welsh Guards Association East Glamorgan Branch in Ynysybwl, Rhondda Cynon Taff, to visit the Falklands war memorial in Chorley.

Health is also at the heart of the latest awards. The Intersensory Club in  Barry Island, the Vale of Glamorgan, will spend £5,000 on all terrain wheelchairs to enable people with disabilities to access the beach at Barry Island. Caerphilly benefits from five grants amounting to £18,462. A grant of £5,000 will enable Blackwood Comprehensive School to run an organic gardening and healthy eating project for young people. An award of £1,865 to the Cwmffrwd Womens Institute in Carmarthenshire will also promote healthy eating for a group of women and provide them with a wider range of educational activities. In Meirionnydd, Gwynedd, the South Gwynedd Long-Term & Chronic Health Conditions Alliance will promote the work of the group supporting people with long-term and chronic health conditions. 
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Projects throughout the country are also spending money on celebrating cultures and preserving the history and heritage of their communities. In Ceredigion, the Cymdeithas Twm Sion Cati Society will spend £3,042 on a series of events to celebrate the 400th Anniversary of the death of Twm Sion Cati in his home town of Tregaron. Twm Sion Cati is a figure in Welsh folklore, often described as the Welsh Robin Hood. In the town of Machynlleth, Powys, Canolfan Owain Glyndwr Cyf will spend £4,900 on a project to produce an interactive timeline and text display about Owain Glyndwr, the last native Prince of Wales who instigated an ultimately unsuccessful but long-running revolt against English rule of Wales.

In Aberdare, Clwb Cymdeithasol Cymraeg Cwm Cynon, Rhondda Cynon Taff, will help Welsh learners improve their language skills thanks to a grant of £5,000. Meanhwile, in Swansea, The Indian Society of South West Wales will spend their £2,955 on a project to hold a traditional Indian community event (Mela). And in a project encompassing Llanelli, Carmarthenshire, Rhondda Cynon Taff and Powys, the Womens Jazz Archive and Resource Centre will spend £5,000 on enabling school children to understand the unknown history of Black Heritage. 
Other awards highlight the diverse range of projects that can be funded through Awards for All Wales. Budding DJ’s in North Wales will be given a golden opportunity thanks to the awards. By spending £5,000 on radio equipment, Castell Alun High School in Hope, Flintshire, will enable young people to develop radio skills. And last but not least, in Rhuddlan, Denbighshire, the Rhuddlan Environment Group will preserve the environment by spending £5,000 on establishing a nature reserve. The money will be splashed on fencing, gates, plants, seeds and shrubs.

Highlighting the importance of the funding pot, Awards for All Wales Programme Manager, Bel Crewe, said: “The main aim of Awards for All Wales is to fund initiatives that bring people together to take part in and enjoy a wide range of activities in their local community. The programme is concrete proof that small amounts of money can have a big impact. We are continually delighted with the range of creative projects which we are able to support and our flexibility to fund a wide variety of projects is one of the key elements that has made this programme such a success.”

Following a review of the Awards for All Wales programme, changes will be made to the existing format of the small grants scheme in March 2009. From 1 April 2009 each of the lottery good cause distributors supporting the scheme will run their own individual small grants programmes. Applications under the previous Awards For All scheme closed on 31 March 2009.
